cinemakids

guidelines

Cinemakids, a non-competitive program of youth made films, videos, and computer animations, is a part of the Cinematexas International Short Film Festival, and will be held 16-17 September 2006, in Austin, Texas.

Cinemakids is open to films, videos, and computer animations produced by young people 18 years and under, and with a maximum running time of 30 minutes.  

Formats

Submission copies for pre-screening (regardless of original format) must be provided on a VHS tape recorded in SP mode (the 2-hour speed) and preferably in NTSC.  For pre-screening only, PAL or SECAM is acceptable also, but please clearly label it as such.  

All submissions must be clearly marked on both the tape and the tape container, include titles and credits, and be preceded by a standard Academy-style countdown.  All foreign language entries must be subtitled or dubbed in English.

Works-in-progress may be submitted for pre-selection only with the understanding that the work will be submitted in its final format two weeks before the screening. 

All submissions must be available for screening in one of the following formats: 

VHS or S-VHS video, Super-8 film, or 16mm or 35mm optical print. (All screening videos must be in NTSC format.)  Films that cannot be available for screening as film prints may be submitted as telecine video transfers.  

It is the responsibility of the individual filmmakers to insure that copyrighted material in their films (including music and scripts adapted from previously published work) has been cleared for screening.  The application form includes a waiver to this effect, which must be signed by the filmmaker.

Submissions

A typed or printed Entry Form must be submitted with each entry, along with the entry fee, and representative film stills. Photographic prints or high-resolution digitized files are required.  (Video frame-captures may be submitted as JPEG or TIFF files.  Digitized photo files should be emailed to the address listed at the right, or sent with entries on a Mac- or PC-compatible CD.)

For consideration, you must include the following items:

1. A completed entry form

2. A brief (one paragraph) synopsis of the film

3. A brief (one paragraph) biography and filmography of the film’s director(s), including age(s)

4. Names and ages of other crew members

5. Names and ages of cast members

6. The film’s exhibition history and awards

7. One or more film stills

8. A $15 entry fee.

INCOMPLETE ENTRIES WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED FOR SCREENING!

Please ship your project in a bubble-pack envelope. (Fiber pack envelopes do not provide adequate protection for tapes.)  If you want your tape returned, enclose a self-addressed mailer with adequate postage.

Entrant must pay shipping, customs, and insurance costs for entries.  Cinematexas will cover insurance costs only while the material is in our possession.  In case of loss or damage to a print or tape during this time, Cinematexas can be responsible only for the cost of a replacement print or tape. 

Entrants outside the U.S.: To avoid problems with customs, indicate on the pro-forma invoice only the replacement value of the actual tape or film stock.  Indicate on the package “film/video for festival purposes only; no commercial value.”  Keep a copy of your airbill (with tracking number) until you are notified of your entry ’s safe journey.

The fine print: By submitting an entry, you certify that you are the owner of the work, and that you hold all applicable releases for the material.  Entries and supporting materials may be displayed, shown, duplicated, published, or disposed of as Cinematexas deems appropriate.  The entrant agrees to hold Cinematexas harmless for any costs or expenses of any claim arising out of any such use.
